	Objective:
	Identify human characteristics and compare and contrast daily life in the students’ home environment to daily life in Port-au-Prince, Haiti.  The students will also have an opportunity to connect to an international service project, if desired.

	Grades/Content Area:
	Grades 1-6
	Social Studies, English

	Time:
	30-45 minutes
	EL: Daily Life Lesson

	Supplies:
	Daily Life in Haiti: Micka’s Story Power Point Digital Lesson


	Introduction:
	Use the first three slides of the Powerpoint to introduce the topic and engage the students.


	Body:
	1.) Following slide #5, ask the students to work with a partner and draw a simple chart to do a compare and contrast how they would describe their daily life to what they think life might be like in Haiti for a child of their age.

EX:

We eat pizza, mac and cheese and peanut butter sandwiches

They might eat rice or tortillas

2.) Next, read through or have students take turns reading aloud  (depending on age),slides 6-16.  Stop along the way and ask guiding questions or discuss unfamiliar vocabulary.


	Wrap Up:
	If you choose, you can lead a conversation about ways that your class could get more connected to the Power of Education School in Haiti.  There are many ways to do this –check out our website at www.powerofeducationfoundation.org or contact us for more information



	Assessment:
	Ask the students to look back at their prediction chart and discuss with their partner or as a class, which items they were correct about and which were surprises.
